Principal’s Message

Clear Vista Families,

Thank you for your understanding as we have worked together to remain safe as we

live with COVID-19. As you are aware we have had some members of our school com-

munity who have tested positive for the virus at different times already this year and

our responses have impacted our school community members. When we inform fami-

lies about the need for them to quarantine it weighs heavy on our school community

and we know that it can be extremely challenging for affected individuals to follow the

important isolation requirements. If you have not yet had to have your child quaran-

tine, you may be wondering what is involved and what the expectations are for the

quarantine period. We advise all families to have their child get tested by AHS for Inside this issue

COVID-19, and they are required to stay at home until the end of their quarantine peri-
od, even if they test negative as they are to monitor for symptoms to develop through-
out the quarantine period.

Students will continue to be able to learn using our Google Classroom as the hub to con-
nect with their teachers. Teachers will still plan for instruction, offer meets for stu-
dents and collect work, however the learning expectations will look different due to not
being in class together but it is our expectation that learning will continue. Families
and students are encouraged to contact the office if they are having difficulties access-
ing their student accounts and emailing their teacher directly with questions is also rec-
ommended. Itis really important for students to complete their work each day and to
dedicate themselves to their learning even though it is not without challenges. When
students begin to disconnect from learning, we can start to see a snowball effect where
anxiety increases and tasks can start to feel overwhelming. If you notice that your child
is starting to become overwhelmed, please reach out to the school so we can help to
support them as soon as possible. Together we can continue learning, growing and

Dear WRPS Parents/Guardians,

Due to rising record numbers of daily new COVID-19 cases and hospitalizations, the Government of Alberta has declared a
state of public health emergency in Alberta, effective November 24, 2020, through January 10, 2021. This decision includes a
temporary move to at-home learning for all junior and senior high school students to help slow the spread of the virus.

At-Home Learning

e Unlike the emergency remote learning that occurred in the spring, at-home learning will include all the required areas
of the provincial curriculum in the courses that students are enrolled in.
Students must complete all assigned work as these marks will be included in students’ final grades.
Your child’s school will provide more detailed information about the learning plan for your student. Please check
school websites for up-to-date information.

Transportation
There is no change for transportation from November 30 - December 18. Transportation services are suspended from January
4-8,2021.

Diploma Examinations

Please note that diploma examinations are optional for the remainder of the school year. Students and their families can
choose whether to write a diploma exam or receive an exemption for the January, April, June and August 2021 exams.

WRPS remains committed to the health and safety of students and staff. We look forward to welcoming students back into
our classrooms in the new year once this temporary transition to at-home learning ends.

F.A.Q’S

1. Can my child exchange Christmas gifts with their friends?

Yes, they may bring their parcel to school and safely make the exchange. Please remind
your children to sanitize, and practice good hand hygiene. Students are to keep their par-
cel in their backpacks/lockers until home dismissal.

2. Can my child bring Christmas treats to share with their classroom?
Students will be permitted to bring individually wrapped treats for their class Friday Dec
18th. Please note, treats MUST be store bought and already pre-packaged.

Reference to Food Handling - highlighted on page 4 of the WRPS Supplemental Guide:

“The school must ensure a designated staff member is available to hand out food items to classrooms, ensuring that
they are all handled by the same person and hygiene protocols are followed (wearing a mask and gloves). The desig-
nated staff member must ensure they spend less than 15 minutes in each classroom. The cohorted teacher receives
the food and hands it out to students.”

3. Is there a Christmas concert this year?

Unfortunately with COVID-19 restrictions, we are not able to proceed with our regular
Christmas concert. We will be hosting a virtual Christmas Concert for the students at
1:30pm, and will live stream it for the public to watch at 7:00pm. Please look for the link
on our website. Homerooms will also be taking part in their own Christmas activities.

4. What day are students coming back to in person learning after Christmas
break?

It is the expectation, that all students during the week of Monday January 4th-Fri January
8th will be logging into their google classroom and interacting with their teacher/
completing assignments daily.

All students (with the exception of school at home learners) are to return to regular in
person classes Monday January 11th. *this is subject to change.
